bird; in addition, expect species such as Wrybill,
New Zealand pigeon, Keas, Kakas, Shags, Wekas
and Tuis, Penguins, and even Bellbirds and a va-
riety of seabirds — including Albatrosses — during
a special pelagic. Expect to see over 120 species:
this trip is surely a treat that shouldn’t be missed!

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Detailed Itinerary

Day 0: 10 February 2027
Arrival in Auckland

Make your own way to Auckland, NZ (own arrangements) and take a
taxi from the airport (own arrangements) to our hotel near the airport
(included) for dinner and introductions.

Overnight: Auckland, private en-suite rooms
Meals included: Dinner

Day 1: 11 February 2027
Wader sites and KeriKeri

In the morning we'll visit a couple of wader sites near Auckland with
chances of New Zealand Pipit, Paradise Shelduck, Black-billed Gull,
New Zealand Plover and our first chance of Wrybill, before heading
north. Along the way we'll take a look at the Australian Gannet colony
at Muriwai, and a bit further along, at Mangawhai heads, we'll look for
Fernbird, Tui, New Zealand Dotterel and Fairy Tern, Variable and South
Island Oystercatcher and other waders. We'll end today in the town of
KeriKeri located in the scenic Bay of Islands, a subtropical micro-region
encompassing more than 140 subtropical islands, known for its stun-
ning beauty and history. After dinner we'll undertake a night outing to
look for North Island Brown Kiwi and Morepork.

Day 2: 12 February 2027
Pelagic

A leisurely start after a previous late night-spotting, we take a pelagic
trip like you've never experienced before. Unlike Australian pelagics,
we start mid-morning, and return mid-afternoon, as this trip only takes
an hour to the shelf, with birds passing by the boat right from the start.
New Zealand and White-faced Storm-petrel, Black, Cook’s, Pycroft's Pe-
trel, Common Diving Petrel, Fairy Prion, Fluttering, Buller's, Flesh-foot-
ed Shearwater, Grey Ternlet and more. Thousands of seabirds — New
Zealand Storm-petrel has never been missed in twenty years. It's not

Overnight: Whangarei, private en-suite rooms
Meals Included: Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner
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Day 3: 13 February 2027
TiriTiri Island

A day trip to TiriTiri Matangi Island is sure to be a highlight. Tiritiri Is-
land, now a wildlife sanctuary noted for its birdlife, including Takahé,
North Island Kokako and Kiwi, is one of New Zealand’s most important
and exciting conservation projects. We'll look for Little Blue Penguin,
the rare Kokako, the large swamphen-like Takahé, the near-extinct
Stitchbird, New Zealand Bellbird, Red-crowned Parakeet, Fernbird,
Whitehead, Brown Teal and with much luck, Rifleman. At the end of the
afternoon we return, with lots of great birds ‘ticked off'! We'll drive to
Miranda for the night.

Overnight: Miranda, private en-suite rooms
Meals Included: Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner

Day 4: 14 February 2027
Miranda Mudflats

Miranda is renowned for its mudflats with thousands of migratory wad-
ers and local residents, especially the unique Wrybill. We should see a
number of these unusual birds, and there is always the chance of rarities
such as Hudsonian Godwit which has been around the last few years.
We'll spend the morning here and then drive to Taupo for a New Zea-
land Grebe, New Zealand Scaup and a chance of New Zealand Falcon.

Day 5: 15 February 2027
Pureora Forest to Turangi

An early departure to visit the ancient Pureora Forest, a hidden won-
derland of ancient, tall trees, clear rivers and rare birds. We will look for
Kaka, Yellow-crowned Parakeet, Tomtit, New Zealand Bellbird, White-
head, New Zealand Fantail, Long-tailed Cuckoo, and with luck, Rifle-
man and New Zealand Falcon. Our final destination for today is Turan-
gi, where we'll have a look for Blue Duck and New Zealand Falcon.

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Day 6: 16 February 2027
Ferry to South Island

The morning is spent picking up anything we may have missed before
heading south, ending up in Wellington to get an afternoon ferry to Pic-
ton on the South Island. From the ferry there are chances of sea-birds
such as albatrosses, shearwaters, Fairy Prion, Common Diving Petrel,
White-fronted Tern, Red-billed Gull, Spotted Shag and more.

Day 7: 17 February 2027
Marlborough Sounds Boat Trip

This morning we'll take a boat trip on the Marlborough Sounds, an
awe-inspiring collection of ancient sunken river valleys filled with the
waters of the Pacific Ocean. We head to Blumine Island to see King
Shag, Orange-fronted Parakeet, and with much luck, South Island Sad-
dleback, South Island Robin, and Hector's Dolphin. This trip is on calm,
inshore waters — there is even a “no sea-sickness guarantee”! After
lunch in Picton we drive to Kaikoura.

Overnight: Kaikoura, private en-suite rooms
Meals Included: Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner

Day 8:18 February 2027
Kaikoura Pelagic

This morning we'll do the famous Kaikoura pelagic, taking us out to the
pelagic shelf which is only a 15 minute boat-ride away! During this
half-day pelagic we'll observe a large variety of pelagic birds includ- ing
Northern & Southern Royal Albatross, Wandering, Black-browed &
Salvin's Albatross, Northern & Southern Giant Petrel, Westland, White-
chinned & Cape Petrel, Hutton's & Buller's Shearwaters, White-fronted
Tern, Red-billed Gull and more.

The birds are up close and personal to the boat, providing an intimate
and special experience with great photographic opportunities, that
brings you as close to the wildlife as possible. Wandering, Southern
Royal, White-capped and Salvin’s Albatross are expected.

Day 9: 19 February 2027
New Zealand Alps

After yesterday’s exhilarating experiences we drive to Arthur’s Pass in
the New Zealand Alps: its high mountains of large scree slopes, steep
gorges and wide braided rivers straddle the main divide, and are the
'back bone’ of the South Island. We will look for Kea, Brown Creeper,
Tomtit, South Island Robin, Rifleman and with luck, the elusive Yellow-
head. Tonight, we'll have a listen for Great Spotted Kiwi although see-
ing them would be a very rare occasion.

Overnight: Arthur’s Pass, private en-suite rooms
Meals Included: Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner

Day 10: 20 February 2027
Searching for Black Stilt at Twizel

Morning birding in the woods around Arthur's Pass before we head
downbhill to the braided riverbeds at Twizel where one of the rarest birds
of the world can be found: Black Stilt. While New Zealand'’s highest
mountain, Mount Cook, towers above the landscape, we search for this
bird that was brought back from the brink of extinction through a cap-
tive breeding program. Black-fronted Tern and New Zealand Falcon are
also possibilities today.

Overnight: Twizel, private en-suite rooms
Meals Included: Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner

Day 11: 21 February 2027
Yellow-eyed Penguins and Otago Shag

Today we'll head down to the east coast, leaving the New Zealand Alps
in the rear-view mirror, where two of the highlights of the trip await
us: the cute Yellow-eyed Penguin and the rare Otago Shag. Endemic
to New Zealand, Yellow-eyed Penguin numbers have dropped by 75%
since the mid-1990s on the South Island. We will visit a small colony of
these magnificent creatures, while we'll also stop at a few places on the

rocky coastline to have a look for Otago Shag and South Island Pied Kea, Rifleman, Yellow-eyed

Oystercatcher. Penguin, and Kelp Gull. All
y photos by Peter Waanders.

Overnight: Oamaru, private en-suite rooms
Meals Included: Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner
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Day 12: 22 February 2027
Flightless Birds at Stewart Island

We start with a visit to the Northern Royal Albatross colony at Dunedin
and nearby, we look for the rare Foveaux Shag. We then travel through
the beautiful Catlins, a world of leafy hill country, where land rises sharp-
ly from the coast to the inland ranges, and where rivers and waterfalls
abound, picking up any forest birds we still need, as we head to the
Bluff on the south coast at Invercargill to take the ferry to Stewart Island.
This unique island is hilly and densely forested. Flightless birds thrive
because there are few introduced predators. Over 80% of the island is
set aside as National Park. Tonight, we'll look for Southern Brown Kiwi.

Overnight: Stewart Island, private en-suite rooms
Meals Included: Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner

Day 13: 23 February 2027
Ulva Island

Today will no doubt be the highlight of the trip. We'll take a short
boatride to nearby Ulva Island, a beautiful predator-free island sanctu-
ary. In this unspoiled temperate rainforest rare birds and plants thrive in
a safe environment mostly unchanged by human activity, with healthy
populations of kiwi, saddleback and yellowhead. Here we look for
Weka, Kaka, Red- and Yellow-crowned Parakeet, Yellowhead, South lIs-
land Saddleback, Brown Creeper and with much luck, Fiordland Pen-
guin.

Overnight: Stewart Island, private en-suite rooms
Meals Included: Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner

Day 14: 24 February 2027
Departure from Invercargill

On this final day we do some morning birding on Stewart Island before
we take the ferry back to the Bluff and then drive on to Invercargill.
From here you can take a flight (not included) back to Christchurch or
Auckland and then home.

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PRACTICAL DETAILS

LEADERS
Bellbird's expert local New Zealand tour guide.

DIFFICULTY

Medium level of fitness required. The tour has a relaxed pace and walks are on varying surfaces, from
paved roads to sandy or rocky walking trails with some short climbs. We generally walk slowly, with lots
of stops. You can opt out of any challenging walks. We'll do two pelagics (one short one, and a longer
one). While the water is usually calm, motion sickness tablets are recommended.

ACCOMMODATION
Private en-suite rooms in hotels, motels and cabins. Standards of lodgings are good to very comfort-
able. Most lodgings offer wi-fi access. Mobile (cell) phone reception is often limited during the day.

CLOTHING

New Zealand spans several climate “zones”, with quickly changing weather, so pack lightweight long
pants, t-shirt and long-sleeved shirt, over the top of which you can wear layers that can be taken off as
necessary. Ensure to include a warm jumper, pants and a rain-proof jacket in case of rain. Neat casual
attire for dinners. Be prepared for cool evenings and mornings with sunny days.

WHAT TO BRING

Please travel light. Binoculars, camera, mobile phone, chargers, power adaptors if you're an interna-
tional guest, insect repellent, sunscreen, personal medications, sun hat, water bottle, hand sanitizer.
Sturdy footwear recommended. Scopes, super-telephoto lenses with tripods, and very large heavy
suitcases discouraged.
